‘This is my experience of the Blessed Sacrament
Procession in Lourdes this year 2007. It is 3.30 in
the afternoon and we are pushed in our wheelchairs
by our young helpers to take part in the procession.
I find myself positioned in front of the altar
exactly where the words proclaim in Polish, “Blessed
is He who comes in the name of the Lord". I already
feel special. There are masses of people from all
over the world and they have come to take part in
adoration and prayer and they are singing together
as one voice. The underground Basilica is huge and
the big screens show the people and the words to
sing and pray. I catch sight of my daughter Teresa
on the screen. I feel so proud to be there.

I go deep inside into a place of deep emotion. The
singing moves us closer to God. Jesus is holding out
his arms to pull us near and to protect us. Our Lord
Jesus brings us all together in the blessing ~ the
benediction. We want to thank God for all this. The
blessing is touching everyone and it feels like we are
covered in warmth and protection. I pray thanks to
God for this great privilege of being in such a place
of togetherness joined with Our Lord and we can
never be separated. It was hard, very hard to leave
the place. I't was hard to break that connection. It's
hard to describe the whole experience. The whole
gathering of pilgrims felt connected to each other.
It was like Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament was
walking with us, leading us, protecting us, covering
us with His love and bringing us even closer. I see
Our Lady smiling. She is smiling because she is so
happy that so many people are walking and have
come to her son to meet with him and to see him
walking with us. She is very happy so many people
have come. So many people and each with their own
needs and she pulls them all to her.

Everyone was as one - one body of Christ. We give
ourselves over to the love and protection of Christ.
God's love is unique and one for all. We are one
thought, one voice, one emotion, one heart and one
love. This moment was hugely comforting and calming
as it removed all pain and suffering. That is why it is
so sad to leave this behind. God waits for everyone.
The greatest love is the love of God for us. We come
out of that place with the feeling of being close to
God. Every face looks deep in concentration and
surrounded by God's love. We were all kept together
for that time. We leave with all that in our hearts
and thoughts and memories and a great closeness to
God and God's goodness. It was beautiful, just
beautiful.

We can live in this experience as long as we live on
this earth'’.
