REFLECTION ON LOURDES: By Monica
When Father Greg asked me if I would think about
going to Lourdes with the Nottingham diocese as a
nurse, I had mixed feelings. Although I wanted to
visit Lourdes at some point, I had never really
thought I would be going so soon, and in the role of
a nursel My own work is in a hospital environment so
the thought of practising as a nurse in Lourdes was
a whole new challenge, one that I was a bit
apprehensive about. After some thought and
encouragement from my family I agreed to go. It
was one of the best nursing decisions I had ever
made. The whole week was a mixture of emotions,
but never a sad one. There was visibly some very
frail and ill people about at the services, but when
you were in their presence there was a feeling of
reverence towards them. Although we had pilgrims
with us who required the use of wheelchairs and
some with life threatening illnesses, we did not take
any people who needed to stay in a hospital
environment. There was no way I was going home
without having seen inside one of the hospitals; my
work colleagues would never have let me live it down.
I got chatting to some people who had pilgrims in
the hospital and I was invited to join them for night
prayers held on the ward at 10pm. Making my way to
the ward I had this picture in my mind of coming out
of the lift to a quiet, dimly lit area, going round the
beds, quietly saying prayers. As the doors opened
into the ward I stepped out to a bright area, with
lots of helpers and nurses about, all mingling and
chatting with the pilgrims. The pilgrims were
arranged around the nurses station, some very frail
but not excluded from this nightly gathering. After
night prayers the helpers said their goodnights to
the pilgrims and the nurses then started to take
them to their bedrooms. Its hard to put into words

what I felt when I saw the peace and tranquillity on
some of the pilgrims faces. This to me, was what
Lourdes was about, "If we bring the poor and the
sick to Lourdes then Our Lady will give them rest."
On a personal note, I made friendships that will last
a life time, met lots of interesting people, saw the
best in our youth who were the hardest working
people there, laughed and enjoyed life, all in one
week!
