TRAIDCRAFT - FIGHTING POVERTY

THROUGH TRADE: Pour yourself a cup of

Tanzanian teacher Richard Angetile to provide a
better education for his 650 pupils. Richard is head
teacher at Ttulahumba Primary School, just a few
miles from Kibena Tea Factory, which provides tea
sold by Traidcraft. The Fairtrade premium on
Traidcraft tea helps to provide community benefits
in the surrounding area - including two new
classrooms at Richard's school. Building them was a
real community effort. While the premium paid for
most of the materials, teachers, parents and other
local residents provided the labour to build them.
"We are very pleased with the new classrooms," said
Richard, "It is making a lot of difference, because
without the assistance of the money from Fairtrade
we would not have such buildings". Just a few miles
away, the Fairtrade premium is helping Lihogosa
Primary School to put its motto - education is the
key to development - into action. The school was
built using the Fairtrade premium, which also paid
for 6 of the 7 teacher's houses. As well as enjoying
modern facilities, the 175 pupils no longer have to
walk up to 10 kms a day to attend school. The
headteacher, Martina Mdendemi, would like people
in the UK to know how much they have helped them
and to encourage them to continue to buy tea from
the Kibena because the school still needs textbooks
and computers to teach the children. So, buying
Fairtrade products UHDOOWRBY PD\H D Gl IHWH@H
WR SRBEV QYHVand at Traidcraft we go the extra
mile.

Another beneficiary of Traidcraft is Indian rice
farmer Sansar Chand. He has said that buying
basmati rice from Traidcraft is helping Agrocel rice
farmers in India to provide fresh water for farm
workers by enabling them to purchase 2 hand pumps,
and it has saved them time, fuel and energy at
harvest time since they purchased 3 rotovators, all
with the Fairtrade premium. Sansar has 4 daughters
